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The Chinese University of Hong Kong (CUHK ) is a bilingual (Chinese and
English) and bicultural institution of higher learning founded in 1963. As a
first-class comprehensive research university with both a local and an
international outlook, we aim at cultivating quality higher degree graduates
to serve the increasingly sophisticated needs of society and making
contributions to the pool of human knowledge through research. We have
a unique college system and a 134-hectare scenic campus. The majority
of our teaching staff are bilingual and recruited from all over the world.
Our current enrolment of postgraduate students exceeds 10,000, and
includes a substantial portion of non-local students who are admitted from
around the world.

Hong Kong PhD Fellowship Scheme

The Research Grants Council (RGC) is established under the aegis of the
University Grants Committee (UGC) and functions as a semi-autonomous
advisory body within the organizational structure of the Committee. It is a
non-statutory advisory body responsible for advising the Government of
the Special Administrative Region of the People’s Republic of China,
through the University Grants Committee (UGC), on the needs of Hong
Kong's higher education institutions in the field of academic research and
for the distribution of funding for academic research projects undertaken
by academic staff of those UGC-funded institutions.

The Hong Kong PhD Fellowship Scheme, established by the Hong Kong
Research Grants Council (RGC) in 2009, aims at attracting the best and
brightest students from all over the world to pursue their PhD studies in
Hong Kong. The Fellowship provides a monthly stipend of HK$20,000 and
a conference travel allowance of HK$10,000 per year for the awardees
for a maximum period of three years. 135 PhD Fellowships will be awarded
for the 2010/11 academic year.

CUHK welcomes applicants who are seeking admission to our full-time
PhD programmes to apply through the Hong Kong PhD Fellowship Scheme.
Those who are seeking admission as new full-time PhD students, irrespective
of their country of origin and ethnic background, should be eligible to apply.
Applicants should demonstrate outstanding qualities of academic
performance, research ability/potential, communication and interpersonal
skills, and leadership abilities.

Selection Criteria

While academic excellence is of prime consideration, the Review Panels
will take into account, but not limiting to, the four yardsticks below for the
selection of candidates:

i. Academic excellence;

i. Research ability and potential;

iii. Communication, and interpersonal skills; and

iv. Leadership abilities.
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Application Process

The Scheme will call for application in early September 2009 and the
application deadline is 1 December 2009. Application should be made
through the Online Application System at the RGC website. Each
applicant may choose up to 2 programmes when applying for the Hong
Kong PhD Fellowship.

The Hong Kong PhD Fellowship application is also regarded as a formal
application for PhD admission, and applicants are therefore required to
fully comply with CUHK's admission requirements. Applicants who are not
selected for the Fellowship Scheme will be considered for normal
application and if admitted, be offered a regular postgraduate studentship
during their normative period of studies.

Research and Development at CUHK

In accordance with its Ten-Year Vision Statement, CUHK offers a wide range
of research programmes in different subject areas and encourages all academic
staff to undertake consultancy and collaborative projects with industry. CUHK has
always adopted a liberal policy on research undertakings that allows breadth and
depth. Research activities at CUHK cover dimensions laterally to encompass all
subjects that are offered at CUHK, vertically to integrate staff research with teaching,
and longitudinally to range from upstream research to midstream development.
Five major areas have been selected for focused injection of resources, which
are Chinese Studies, Biomedical Sciences, Information Sciences, Economics
and Finance, and Geoinformation and Earth Sciences.

State Key Laboratories

In 1984 China introduced a State Key Laboratory Scheme to establish
state-funded laboratories in selected disciplines to conduct innovative basic
and applied research to support its technological and economic development.
In view of their strategic significance, these laboratories have only been
entrusted to institutions that can produce research of international quality
and have the resources and skills to carry out important state research
tasks. Two State Key Laboratories have been established at CUHK. The
State Key Laboratory in Oncology in South China, established in 2006,
conducts research into the biology and early detection of cancers particularly
prevalent in Asian populations, and seeks to develop novel therapeutics for
their treatment. The State Key Laboratory of Agrobiotechnology, established
in 2008, studies ways of improving rice yields in China by improving the
species of rice grown by Chinese farmers. The CUHK MoE-Microsoft Key
Laboratory of Human-Centric Computing and Interface Technologies (Key
Laboratory) was established in 2005 with the research objective of bringing
the benefits of computing to our everyday lives. The Joint Laboratory was
conferred national status by the Ministry of Education, China in 2008.




Different Research Units of CUHK

Academic departments of the University are actively engaged in research
in a wide range of disciplines. The University also has an array of institutes
and centres specializing in interdisciplinary research of the highest quality.
In addition, smaller research/consultancy units have been set up by
individual Faculties and departments. The University has also established
a number of joint research units in partnership with external academic
institutions to pool resources for the advancement of knowledge in different
subject areas.

Our Research Excellence

The University is committed to pursuit of excellence in research and our
members of academic staff are research-active and benchmark their
research using international standard. By 2008, there are a total number
of 83 academic honourees and awardees from our University.
