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How to make a presentation?

A presentation is completely di�erent from a journal paper.

A journal paper

goes into deep details

makes multiple references inside and outside the paper

may involve long argumentation/proofs

An oral presentation

sketches the main points of a paper

eliminates most proofs

requires (almost) self-consistency of each slide

is often limited by tight time constraints
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How to make a presentation?

A good presentation should not

assume that the problem is known by the audience

assume that the techniques used are known by the audience

be monotonous

show cluttered slides

show illegible slides

A good presentation is able to make use of aminimal number of
wordsand equations to convey (not all but) themost important
messagesof the work.

Tip: imagine that you need to make a presentation of your workto
your grandmother.
